It should be properly folded
after each practice, then hung up at home. Y our judo gi should always be in order before your bow.
Please remember to bow upon entering/exiting the dojo, use your zoris, bow on/off of the mat and to
your partners, be mindful of the way that you enter your bow and exit it. Reigisaho starts with
respect for oneself and the others around you. Always present yourself in the proper manner. We
have traditions that must be followed. Use proper etiquette.
